This gives an impressive enamel type {in-
ish; RIPJAK machinery stands out with
both its snappy colors and sharp enamel
look.

RIPJAK Machinery

John is not shy about the “firsts™ he
indicates RIPJAK has introduced into the
industry, or about the unique engineering
features they promote.

John made a major first in 1985 when
RIPJAK introduced its unbreakable
dismantler cutter blades. RIPJAK blades
have been well accepted in the industry.
John guarantees RIPJAK's high-grade
steel blades will not break. They manu-
facture blades to fit just about every
disassembler on the market. including 10"
blades for taking apart block pallets and
some triple stringers.

In 1985-86 RIPJAK introduced its first
double-headed over'n'under disassembly
heads to remove a complete stringer in
one pass through a disassembly machine.
Complete stringer removal has become
common place now in the recyeling in-
dustry. In 1986. John indicates, he intro-
duced another first with his auto-stringer-
removal. The stringers exit out the back
of the machine so that the operator does
not have to clear them from the table.
Conveyors can automate stringer transfer
for better productivity if desired.

The current RIPJAK line of Dis-
assemblers includes their 50 Jr. single-

head cutter model for low-volume disas-
sembly needs. The 50 Jr.SS and 60SS
models both remove a complete stringer
with each disassembly cycle. But RIPJAK
did not stop there.

In 1990, John introduced the first ver-
tical pallet disassembler. the TIPallet
Dismantler. John believes that the verti-
cal concept will gain support. It offers
better space utilization, and John feels
that total pallet disassembly with a single
stroke is more natural in the vertical plane.

RIPJAK Dismantler blades, which are
gharanteed against breakage, are ma-
chined by Kerry on a CNC turning cen-
ter.

One of the biggest RIPJAK innova-

tions was their intreduction in 1990 of

the RIPJAK Retrofit over'n’under Kit.
John has detailed instructions of how Lo
use this kit to retrofit single head ma-
chines to convert them lo remove a
stringer with one stoke, doubling produc-
tion.

In the last year John has introduced the
new Half-Pallet Dismantler to shear one
side of all three stringers in each machine
cycle. RIPJAK “first” features on their
half-pallet machine include their power
screw-drive instead of a hydraulie cylin-
der, power un-jammer 10 make it easier
to reverse the occasional jam, and the
RIPJAK t-bar multiheads which adjust
easily to stringer variations. Two passes
through a half-pallet machine provide
complete disassembly.

Within the last year John has also in-
troduced the RIPJAK Leadboard Repair
Station. [.ead deckboard breakage is the
most frequent form of damaged deck—
boards. John designed this machine to
remove an end board in a single machine
cycle. The operator can either turn the
bouard and renail it if its interior edge is
still good or replace it. A hanging nailing
tool makes it possible to easily perform
both steps.

The RIPJAK philosophy is “keep it
simple.” This carries over in their disas-
sembly cutter sharpener. Recyclers can
perform cutter maintenance in-house
sharpening for efficiency. John recom-
mends regular preventative sharpening:
oversharpening and waiting till a cutter is
too damaged is counterproductive.

RIPJAK also lays claim to firsts in pal-
let plating. John indicates they introduced
the first horseshoe, jaw mounted press
style plater in 1988. That same vyear,
RIPJAK introduced its stringer Nail-Nub
Press. the first side-press released for
pressing in nail stubble.

RIPJAK offers a complete selection of
hand pallet tools, ranging from tools to
loosen a single joint Lo ones lo remove 4
complete deckboard with a single pull. In
1992, RIPJAK introduced its pallet re-
pair table top with a passive holddown;
an operator can slide a pallet under the
passive holddown which will hold the
pallet while he removes broken decking
and performs repairs.
